It is really important that our children are collected on
time as if they are not, they can become dysregulated. Should you be running late for any reason, please contact the
school to let them know as this enables us to support children where we can.

We politely ask for donations of £2 to be made each time a child accesses an afterschool club. (With the exception of
swimming, which is £4 per session.) This can be paid by Pay360. We don’t want any of our children to miss out so if
you have difficulty making the donation or would like to request financial assistance, please don’t hesitate to contact
Keith Vincent (Cedars Academy Services).

If your child would like to attend a club, please sign and return the attached form indicating which club they would
like to attend, remembering to check if the club is available for children from your child’s class. Your class teacher will
inform you if your child has a place on their chosen club/clubs. You must receive confirmation of your child’s place at
a club prior to their attendance. Please ensure you have completed the ‘emergency contact’ section with an
appropriate number we can call you on if there are any issues during club.
